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The abstract should be written in English and formatted using "calibri" font, single-spaced paragraphs, justified, titles using 14 pt. type, and 11 pt. type for the body text. Abstract must contain less than 300 words including introduction, objectives, results and discussion, and conclusions. The title of the paper, the author's name and affiliation should be listed before the body of the abstract. The author presenting the work should be indicated by underlining, and the email of the corresponding author provided (*). 
The authors must provide up to 4 Keywords after the body of the abstract.
When applicable, acknowledgements may be indicated.
At least one author of each abstract submission must register for the conference.
